To install the bulkhead seal (H) clean the top of the bulkhead where the seal will go with soap and water to remove dirt and 
debris.  Then clean the same area with isopropyl alcohol to remove wax or grease and to evaporate any remaining water.  
Allow the surface to dry.  Peel the backing from the seal and apply it to the top of the bulkhead.  Apply pressure evenly to the 
entire seal to ensure proper adhesion.  The seal should be flush with the front edge of the bulkhead and snug between
the rail caps.

Remove the factory flange bolt, place the rear latch bracket (C) 
as shown and replace the factory flange bolt along with 
installing a Torx screw (F).  Tighten the factory bolt (T-45) to 
16 ft-lbs (22Nm) and the Torx screw (T-30) to 8 ft-lbs (11Nm).

Place the striker bracket (B) onto the latch bracket
and secure with two M6 flange nuts (D).  
Hand tighten the flange nuts for later alignment.

Place the folded,
assembled bed
cover over the 
cab end of the 
truck bed.

Unfold the bed cover fully and adjust the 
position over the truck bed for proper front 
(cab) and rear (tailgate) alignment.  When 
positioned front and back, the tailgate seal 
should contact the tailgate with the 
first two fins.

Carefully refold the bed cover 
without shifting its position on 
the truck bed.

Place the front (cab) latch bracket (E) into the front recess in the truck bed rail.  Thread the Torx screw (F) through the 
bracket, through the bed rail and into the M6 flange locknut (G).  With a 10mm wrench and a T-30 Torx tool tighten the 
Torx screw to 8 ft-lbs (11Nm).

Before installing the latch brackets, first remove the factory clips from the front bed cap recesses,
on both sides.  First pry the center of the clip out, then pry the entire clip out.

Adjustments and tightening of 
the latch assemblies are required.

The bed cover latch assemblies and rotary knob come from the factory only par -
tially tightened to allow installation adjustments. Both latches and rotary knob will 
require adjustment and final tightening. Only use the hand tools provided, do not 
use power tools.

Lower the rear of the bed cover and loosen the screws on both latch assemblies 
and the rotary knob. Rotate the knob to locate the screws. Adjust the position  
of each latch so that they engage with the striker brackets, (Fig. 1). With the latch-
es adjusted, from underneath the cover, use the provided  T-20 Torx wrench to 
tighten the two screws, (Fig. 2) in both the driver and passenger side latches.

Rotate the rotary knob until you see the flat head 
screws. Tighten the two screws using the provided 
Torx T-20 wrench.(Fig. 3)

8 With the tailgate open, the front 
(cab) clamps and the tethers secure, 
completely close the bed cover.

9The tethers come installed on the bed cover hinge with a clamp 
at the other end. Install the clamp end by sliding the clamp 
onto the side of the bed flange. Make sure the clamp is 
positioned as far up onto the rail as possible and that the clamp 
is positioned between the sheet metal and the plastic flange. 
Firmly hand tighten the knobs. Install the tethers on both sides 
of the cover.

Rotary knob

Close the cover, double-check that it is secure and tight to the 
truck bed by gently lifting the corners to ensure that the
mechanisms are engaged.  Proceed to step 10 to make the
final adjustment.

The cables come routed through the barrel clamps of the rotary knob.  Adjust
the position of the rotary knob so that the cable from the driver’s side latch
extends 3/4” - 1” through the barrel clamp for future adjustments if needed.
(Fig. 3)

Next, ensure that the cables are located through the barrel
clamps and tighten the barrel clamp set screws with the
provided 2.5mm hex key.  Rotate the rotary knob to verify
that the latches disengage from the striker brackets. (Fig. 4)

Securing the cover

To drive with the cover open, fold the cover forward to the cab and fasten BOTH straps in the middle section to the front 
rail. Check that the straps are tight, and pull the strap end if too loose.

Re-tighten the front/cab clamps and tethers after the first week of driving the vehicle.  
Also periodically check the clamps and tethers to ensure they are secure.

Closed/Extended Position – Bed cover must be completely secured by all four (4) clamps. 

Open/Folded Position – Bed cover must be completely folded up (all panels) and secured  
at the cab with the provided buckles straps and with both tethers attached. 

Do NOT drive with the bed cover in a partially open position. 

IMPORTANT

11 To make the final adjustment, loosen the striker 
bracket M6 flange nuts (D), move the striker bracket 
(B) down by firmly pushing the cover to the truck 
side rails.  Make sure that both sides match 
and tighten the nuts.

When not fully extended, cover must be completely  
  folded up and secured at the cab with the provided buckle straps and tethers attached. Do NOT drive with the bed cover  
  in a partially open position.

 Check all clamps and retention mechanisms for tightness after a week of driving following installation (or re-installation)  
  of the cover and periodically thereafter.

 Before opening, cover must be free of all foreign materials including snow and ice.

 Do NOT tow your vehicle from the rear with the cover on your vehicle. If towing from the rear is required, the cover  
  MUST be removed from the vehicle and properly stored.

WARRANTY PERFORMANCE

If all warranty conditions are met, a defective truck bed cover or hardware component will either be repaired or replaced  
(at our option). We reserve the right, for any warranty, to substitute a newer model or bed cover having similar form  
and function, to offer a warranty discount on an entire replacement system, and/or provide remedies other than those  
mentioned in this document.
